Here is a decent Englishman, who in broad daylight, in my own
town, says to me that his country will not be worth living in for his children. | simply do
not have the right to ignore this.”

[Enoch Powell, Conservative MP, from his “Rivers of Blood” speech to
a Conservative Party meeting in 1968]

Source C

“The content of Mr Powell’s speech was scandalous, especially coming from such an
educated man. Using false statistics and references to meetings with people who cannot
be traced is disgraceful. The tone of the speech was even worse. At a time when all
responsible politicians were trying to deal with a delicate immigration situation, he was
setting citizens of his own country against each other.”
